Mix Ratio: Mix three (3) gallons of water to one (1) gallon of Acrylux 3 to 1 Sealer.

Application: Apply with a brush, roller, airless sprayer or general purpose pump-up sprayer.
Tip size :.015 to .035 (low pressure).
